not volunteergiand are definitely not happy to be in the IDF. On the other hand, he has also
befriended some burly Russian boys who aff

bl ame squarely on Jewish settlements or on Pri me
Bibi would go away, what a just and harmonious Middle East would emerge. Better yet, as some have statt
implied, if only Israel itself would quietly disappear and the Jews go back to where they really belong.

It has taken the young protestors of Tunisia, Egypt, Libya, and Iran before them, to shatter that conver
and simplistically attractive myth. Arab peoples and nations have indeed been victims and martyrs for decac
not centuries. However, they have been victimized not by others, but by their own social mores, and by the int
ant, selfserving, selperpetuating and venal leaders that have governed and misled them decades. What soc
values and structures have allowed the Nassers, Gadhafis, Arafats, Saddam Husseins, Assads and their ilk to
nate the Middle East for so long? The emerging, hopefully, democratic leadership, of the region will need to j
der this profound question.

| f shattered Myth No. 1 had I srael responsi bl e
Israel. As the only vibrant democracy and progressive nation embedded in the region, Israel itself could sen
an accessible and useful social and political model for emerging Arab democracies. Many Zionists continue to
bor the quixotic notion that a modern, reborn Jewish state might actually serve as a catalyst for economic, s
and political progress in the region. And in fact, elements of the Palestinian leadership of the West Bank ar
nally improving the economic and security status of their citizens. This transformation owes a lot to substat
support from the West and Israel itself, and draws heavily on the Israel model (whether Arab leaders care to ¢
it or not). In any event, it will hopefully demonstrate that Palestinian Arabs are capable of taking active respo
bility for their own future, rather than wallowing in Jéwatred and Israddashing as their leadership has relied on
for years. Unfortunately, Palestinian Authority President Abbas, and some of his old PLO cronies, are still falil
to prepare his people for peace with I srael. Thi
among its citizens that Jews are responsible for
all of Israel really is occupied Arab Palestine. Jews will not be allowed to live in an Arab Palestinian state,
cording to Abbas, and West Bank children study g
Hardly a pathway to peace and understanding.

a work in progress. However, they surely recognize that Israel is the only country in the neighborhood where
may vigorously and publicly voice their complaints about government, and can freely vote to peacefully repl
|l ocal and national governments that dondt happen
religious beliefs as they choose, hardly a | andm:
ratic, tolerant and responsible political culture is spreading to other parts of the region.
