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Message from Rabbi Karol 
 

Dear Friends, 

    Rhonda and I are glad to be moving forward in our process of settling into life in Las 

Cruces and at Temple Beth-El.   We have enjoyed meeting members of the congregation 

and community in our first several weeks here, and we look forward to meeting more of 

you in the coming weeks.   
 

    Part of our settling-in experience has entailed methodically working on each room of our 

apartment to make it livable and, especially, comfortable.   That required us, of course, to 

unpack boxes with the items we wanted to keep and/or display in our living space. It meant hanging paintings and 

photos that we treasure.  As for me, it included buying and assembling two 6-foot tall bookshelves (one for my 

office at Temple), a desk space, three smaller units to display books and art pieces, a CD/media storage piece, and 

a stand for our ñmainò television.  I am not the handy-man that my father was (the greater measure of those skills 

went straight to our son Adam!), but I do enjoy the moment of completion on those projects, as well as a feeling 

of satisfaction, and, perhaps, amazement, which could best be expressed as, ñWow, I did it!ò   All of those items, 

including the assembled pieces with shelf space, enable us to create a sense of home and continuity around us, 

where the books, pictures, heirlooms, artistic items and recordings that have followed us on our journey can still 

be a visible part of our environment that reflects our interests and our life until now.  
 

     Sustaining congregational life is like the process of setting up a home, even when there is no move involved.  I 

have always said that I feel good about what I have done as a rabbi when there were new programs and positive 

challenges that made one year different from the last.   In this case, it is not only the programs that will be differ-

ent, but the place.   It has been an honor for Rhonda and me to begin to develop relationships with members of 

Temple Beth-El.   What I have found with leading worship at Temple Beth-El is that my belief holds true that the 

focus of prayer (and learning as well) needs to be somewhere halfway between the rabbi and congregation.  That 

means that I feel it is important to learn about what makes you comfortable while you, at the same time, begin to 

gain a sense for what makes me comfortable.  There are melodies and styles of discussion that we hold in com-

mon, and some that are different.  The commitment to create something new together in a congregation is like 

moving in to a new home, to some extent.  The ñheirloomsò and familiar aspects of the surroundings remain, but 

with new touches to the environment that will make the coming year(s) just a little different than the year(s) that 

came before.    
 

    In our cycle of Torah readings, we are coming to the end of the book of Numbers, which recounts the winding 

down of the journey of the Israelites to Canaan.  Moses ordained Joshua as his successor and the people began to 

poise themselves for living in a land of their own as they stood at the threshold of their dream and goal of ending 

their years of wandering.  They took with them memories, symbols, and their faith that the Promised Land held 

for them hope of a better life.     

 

    Rhonda and I feel that we have come to Temple Beth-El at a good time. We see many members who are will-

ing to participate in congregational life and to offer energy, ideas and support to create a thriving community for 

people of all ages.  I am sure that you wonôt have to put together shelving units to reach this goal, but whatever 

you do will add something special to this Jewish space that we call a House of Meeting, a House of Study, and a 

House of Gathering.  I hope to see you in this Beit Kônesset, Beit Hamidrash, and Beit Tôfilah very soon!!

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President’s Message  

A Focus on Membership 
 
 

As we begin our new fiscal year I cannot help but be drawn into the discussion our Congress is having 

on the Federal deficit and the coming debt ceiling vote.  As you all know, we have our own deficit 

problems and in my view too few people in our congregation are engaged in solving the problem.  
 

We go into each fiscal year with about a $35,000 budget deficit.  In my first year as president we did well enough between 

fund raising and dues collecting that we managed to break even.  The second year (just concluded) we lost money.  That was 

to be expected given the expense in hiring a new Rabbi.  If nothing changes this year, my third year as president looks to be 

another losing year.  I donôt know about you but I donôt care for the sound of that as this eats into our reserves and that re-

serve gets smaller each year.  I am therefore committed to changing the status quo, but as usual your Board canôt do the job 

without you.  Here are some background and options I see for us.  I welcome your input (email me at Steinborn@aol.com): 
 

1. Change our dues policy.  As you know dues are currently 2% of a familyôs gross income.  The problem here is that almost 
no one pays this 2%.  I am in favor of a simple tiered approach to dues with the usual abatements from the Dues Committee 

where needed.  I have the Dues Committee looking into this approach and if they like it and can sell it to the Board, you might 

see this up for a congregational vote next May. 

2. Resurrect Ways and Means.  For the second year in a row we have no Ways and Means Committee because no one wants 

the job.  Our fundraising is completely ad hoc (and thank you to those who have stepped forward with ideas and actions).  We 

need Ways and Means and we need more actionable ideas. 

3. The level of dues paying by our members is dismal.  Over 10% of our members that can afford dues are at least a year 

behind in their payments and fully one third of our members pay little or no dues by design because this is all they can afford.  

About 15% of our members carry 80% of the financial burden.  We pay the Union for Reform Judaism dues for every family 

we list as members.  This Fall we will be forced to remove the 10% of the members that choose to ignore the dues notices if 

for no other reason than it will save us over $3,000 in URJ dues.  Itôs noteworthy to point out that if people paid their dues on 

time and came close to the 2%, most of our financial problems would go away. 

4. The level of donations we receive is pretty healthy but we can improve without a whole lot of effort.  The Torah Endow-

ment is ongoing and if you wish to honor a friend or family member this is still a good way to do so.  Also, do not forget that 

orders placed on Amazon.com that route through TBELC.ORG still generate revenue for the Temple. 

Last but not least, we tend to gain about as many new members as we lose.  We simply need to do a better job attracting new 

members. 
 

While we have taken steps on many of the points listed here I would like to focus on membership as this is a ñpath of least 

painò for most of us.  There are likely over 100 unaffiliated Jewish families in our area and if we could attract only 25 of them 

this year our dues income would go up by at least $20,000.  We probably bring in 10-12 new families each year anyway so a 

concerted effort that yields 25 should be a reasonable goal.  As you will have read by now, Susan Lapid has graciously volun-

teered to be the Membership Committee Chair this year and I would like to solicit your help in expanding our membership.  If 

you would like to have an active role in Membership, contact Susan but even if all you have is a list of names and addresses 

of non-affiliated Jews, send Susan a note at sblapid@gmail.com.  Youôll read more on this topic in coming months from 

Susan. 
 

Remember, our ability to be successful on the membership front is directly related to our need to raise money through fund-

raisers.  Since fundraising is a natural weakness for our community anyway, wonôt you please assist us in increasing our 

membership?  Anything you can do on this front would be a blessing to our community.

Rabbi Paulôs ñMachonò confirmation program provided post 

bônei-mitzvah teens with relevant Jewish learning and discus-

sion along with a yearly travel opportunity.   This year the 

rabbi accompanied some members of the class to the Religious 

Action Center in Washington, DC and then visited the New 

Mexico congressional delegation.  
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This yearôs Hanukkah Pajamakkah pizza and game night 

evolved into a full-fledged sleepover, with six students and 

three chaperons staying over all night. We experienced great 

fun and inter-generational community building, with plenty 

of miracle-of-the-oil eats along the way. 

 

 

While the school has remained on track during the past year 

and our faculty works well together as a committed talented 

team, opportunities and challenges remain: 

 

This year we experimented with the URJôs Chai curriculum.  

We will need to examine how well this worked and to deter-

mine if we will continue with this or try another curriculum. 

 

Teacher hiring, development, and retention remains an issue. 

Potential faculty within the congregation should be culti-

vated through volunteer and substitute opportunities.  We 

always are looking for volunteers. 

 

With the arrival of our new Rabbi, Larry Karol, and his wife 

Rhonda, we have an opportunity to reexamine how we can 

use them to stimulate and improve our Sunday and Wednes-

day Religious School operations. 

 

In closing, allow me to remind you that it is not only through 

the continuing support of Temple leadership but indeed 

through the congregation as a whole that we continue to ful-

fill our school mission.   Please remember this statement in 

our congregational directory:

Simple acts of generosity can save lives. 

Among other major achievements are three Supreme 

Court decisions that recognize Reform and Conservative 

conversions. These legal cases are vital to the ongoing 

struggle to recognize Reform and Conservative converts 

as Jews in Israel.  This year IRAC also won a case in 

which the Court ruled gender segregation on public bus-

ses to be illegal.  In 2007, IRAC prevented the uncon-

scionable deportation of battered spouses and widows 

who have not completed the naturalization process. 

These rulings were pivotal achievements to identify and 

end all forms of gender discrimination. 

IRACôs persistent legal advocacy to realize equal rights 

for all Israelis is exemplified by the improved grazing 

rights and reduced unfair water rates for Bedouin shep-

herds in Israel through several victories in 2007.  IRAC 

has identified and eliminated racism and incitement to 

violence in advertisements in the print media, billboards, 

internet, and on the radio. 

Our discussion with Anat gave me a more in realistic 

understanding of the internal issues facing Israelis.

Report from Israel by Dan Tapper 

Dan Tapper visited Israel on the recent tour guided by 

Rabbi Citrin.  He generously provided the following 

piece on the Israel Religious Action Center (IRAC), an 

important advocacy group in Israel.  Here is Danôs 

note. 
 

One Experience on the TBE Israel tour 

We have just returned from the TBE Israel tour.  It was 

wonderful.  As you can imagine things have changed a 

lot since my first visit in the summer of 1954.  One of 

the highlights was meeting with Anat Hoffman. Anat is 

best known for her advocacy for women to wear a talit 

and to carry a torah at the sacred wall. She is the Ex-

ecutive Director of IRAC.  IRAC is the Israel Religious 

Action Center of the Israel Movement of Progressive 

Judaism.   

IRAC is a public and legal advocacy arm of the Reform 

Movement in Israel. It was founded in 1987 with the 

goals of advancing pluralism in Israeli society and de-

fending the freedoms of conscience, faith, and religion. 

Today IRAC is the preeminent civil and human rights 

organization in Israel. It focuses on the issues of relig-

ion and state. It is the leading Jewish organization that 

advocates on behalf of a broadly inclusive Israeli de-

mocracy, combining social justice advocacy with the 

spiritual energy and humane worldview of Progressive 

Judaism. 

RAC uses litigation, legislation, public policy and ad-

vocacy to advance civic equality. These activities have 

established IRAC as a leading Jewish organization 

working to strengthen the democratic character of Is-

raeli society. Among many of its activities are legal aid 

for immigrants and social action.
