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Message from Rabbi Citrin 

An Invitation 

 

Dear Friends, 

 

Most of us, at one time or another, feel it is prudent to have a will drawn up that we make pro-

visions for our family after our death.  With the help of an attorney and, perhaps, the advice of oneôs CPA, we record our 

wishes for the distribution of our estate.  The question I would raise is how do we distribute and disseminate those intan-

gibles of wealth we have inherited or created over our lives?  How do we leave for others reminders of our dearest val-

ues, the wisdom we were taught by earlier generations, the life lessons we ourselves have accumulated?   

 

Jewish tradition has provided an answer and a vehicle for these questions years since the time our ancestor, Jacob, gath-

ered his children around his death-bed to bless them.  The author of Ecclesiastes wrote that work as a testament to his 

own life experiences and investigations.  The custom of writing a testament of counsel and wisdom continued through 

the Middle Ages and right up to our own day.  Blessed are the families and communities who are the beneficiaries of 

such ñethical willsò or testaments of counsel. 

 

In the hope of extending such blessing to you and your dear ones, as well as to our TBE community, I want to invite you 

to join me in a project by which you will write your own testament of counsel.  This is how we shall proceed:  we will 

meet for eight Tuesday evenings, February 22ndðApril 12th, 7:15ð8:45 PM. at the Temple.  The first half of the course 

will be devoted to studying ethical wills from the biblical era through the modern period.  The second part of our course 

will feature personal sharing and discussion guided by key questions I have developed.  As a product of these conversa-

tions, participants will write their own testaments, each unique to the life, values and personality of its author.  

 

Writing such a testament of counsel is truly a cause for celebration.  It is a gift of heart and mind to family and commu-

nity.  It is a guide and inspiration in the present and after we are no longer alive.  We will celebrate both the writings and 

the writers on Friday evening, April 29th with a special service during which your testament will be presented.  All of the 

testaments will be printed in a booklet to share with family members and with the congregation.  Participants will also 

receive certificates to commemorate the occasion and their efforts.   

 

Since I first initiated this endeavor in 1991, I have led eight such groups with more than sixty people completing their 

testaments.  People who participated built warm, lasting friendships.  They felt that they accomplished a meaningful and 

contributive life project.  Their families and communities were deeply appreciative. 

 

I hope you will favor yourselves by accepting my invitation to participate in this ethical will project and to create your 

own testament of counsel.  This course will be held for as few as six or up to fourteen participants.  Please sign up by 

calling Stefani no later than February 15th.  The fee for the course, is $48 per person (as always, scholarships are avail-

able; see the rabbi if you require a scholarship).  The fee includes materials and the cost of printing the testament book-

lets. 

 

Ben Zoma said, ñWho is wise:  He who learns from every person.ò  (Avot 4:1)  So, come and learn; come and teach!  

Above all, let us enjoy the divine spirit in a community of Torah.

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Presidentõs Message 
Giving in a Time of  Need 
 

My old friend ñIzzyò is back with a question that is really relevant for this economy.  We were 

discussing the topic of giving in this time of need and he very reasonably asked me why he 

should give more time or money when he was already stretched pretty thin.  His temple dues 

are current, he had recently made a very generous donation to the Torah Endowment Fund and 

he asked me if it wasnôt time for someone else to do the giving.  I told him I needed to give that a bit a thought and 

decided to use this column to respond. 
 

Izzy, I could remind you that we are about two and half years into the worst economy most of us have seen.  The 

statistics are appalling. Did you know that every second child on this planet lives in poverty and in America that 

number is one in five?   Almost 45 million Americans live in poverty.  In fact, on the poverty scale we rank 3rd 

worst among developed nations.  Here at home, 19.2% of our fellow Las Cruces residents live below the poverty 

line, which is worse than the 18% average for New Mexico and far worse that the  13.2% average for the United 

States. 
 

Clearly this illustrates a need that crosses all religious and societal boundaries.  What you may not know is that 

Jews have a long history of contributing to and even spear-heading non-Jewish charitable causes.  Iôll give you two 

of my favorite examples: 
 

Did you know that the Jewish community in Santa Fe was key in contributing to the creation of St. Francis Cathe-

dral in Santa Fe? In fact as you pass through the main door, a tetragrammatron (the sign of Yahweh) is carved there 

as a "thank-you" to the Jewish community of Santa Fe, which donated money towards the completion of the build-

ing.   

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Additionally there is a fascinating story in the Smithsonian Magazine entitled ñThe Giftò  

http://www.smithsonianmag.com/arts-culture/A-Yuletide-Gift-of-Kindness.html that you should read.  Itôs a story 

of a depression-era Orthodox Jewish man who anonymously helped 150 Canton, Ohio area families in their time of 

greatest need in 1933.  It was only by accident and very recently that this anonymous donorôs name and story was 

uncovered. Of course, the Jewish people are a giving community by nature.  Just look at our own small community.  

We have individuals that are routinely involved in the Chesed Group, El Caldito Soup Kitchen, the Gay and Les-

bian community, Jardin de Los Ninos, La Casa, BETYôs ongoing food drives, the list goes on.  Giving takes many 

forms and often does not involve money.  We give to others and to our own community because itôs meaningful to 

us personally.  Acts of loving kindness or tzedakah, are an integral part of who we are as a Jewish community.  As

GREENING TBE MONTHLY BRAINSTORM #4

WEAR IT AGAIN SAM!!   

WASHING & DRYING CLOTHES EFFICIENTLY  
 

The  Issue      Electric clothes washers and dryers typically 

produce 5 pounds of CO2  per washing and drying cycle  For 

machine-washed laundry, 90% of energy used goes to heat 

the water, while only 10% is used to power the washer itself.  

In most cases, it turns out that cold water will wash clothing 

just as well as warm or hot water, and thereby save 2 pounds 

of CO2  (and lower your electricity bill, as well).  The newer, 

front-loading washers are even a better green deal for two 

reasons.  One, they use 50% less water than conventional 

washers. Two, having a faster spin cycle they dry laundry 

better and reduce energy needed in the drying cycle. Finally, 

the BIG question:  DO YOU REALLY NEED TO WASH 

ALL YOUR CLOTHES AFTER ONLY ONE WEARING?  

Think about it. 

SOLUTIONS  

¶ Wear clothes until they really need a washing. Hang them 

after each wearing to air out naturally. 

¶ Use an iron to touch up creases and, with a wet cloth, to 

get out spots. 

¶ Do full  loads for machine washing, and use cold water 

for washing and rinsing. 

¶ Dry full  loads in a dryer; or better yet, use a clothesline 

instead.  (With enough laundry, you can get enough exercise 

to reduce you gym membership, as well!) 

Separate your fast-drying and slow-drying loads.  Also use 

moisture or automatic settings instead of a timer. 

PAYOFFS 

1. Switching one load of laundry each week from hot to 

cold water will reduce your yearly CO2  output by 100 

pounds.  We, the TBE congregation as a whole, could 

reduce our annual carbon footprint by 17,000 pounds !!  

2. Eliminating one dryer load per week would reduce 

household CO2 generation by 260 pounds annually.  The 

TBE annual CO2 reduction would amount to 44,200 

pounds annually!! 

3.  Switching to an energy efficient (Energy Star rated) front 

loading washer would result in a 500 pound annual de-

crease in CO2 emissions per household.  Assuming one/

third of our congregation made that change each of the 

next three years, the annual savings in CO2 would 

amount to 30,000 pounds of CO2!!

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LIBRARY NEWS 
 

CATALOGING 101! By the time you read this, the Library catalogers will have created over 1,000 electronic records. We are 

1/3 of the way through the conversion from a card catalog to one in electronic format. Simultaneous with this, the Library re-

ceives many Gifts-in-Kind that are cataloged as promptly as possible. 
 

Also by the time you read this, we will have loaded an upgraded version of our cataloging software onto the computers near the 

library entrance. The software is VERY user-friendly and works similarly to that of the Branigan Library. One clicks on the 

Desktop icon for Library Concepts and a screen appears with buttons at the top for searching by author, title, subject, and key-

word. Search commands are executed at the bottom of the screen for those categories. 
 

Two years ago the catalogers (a team of 4) made the decision to use the Dewey Decimal system for two reasons: 1) it is what 

the public library and the public school libraries use; 2) the recent editions of the Dewey Decimal classification are more inclu-

sive for Judaica than previously. The adult Dewey 200ôs and 300ôs are finished: theology, philosophy, comparative religion, 

interfaith, sociology, military, etc. These two Dewey classes to date are the most heavily used and many book donations fit into 

these categories. Weôve also completed the re-cataloging of 2 shelves of childrenôs books. 
 

By fall 2011 we hope to complete adult Language & Literature, the Arts (visual and performing), Biography, and Fiction. 
 

Dave Zeemont is the Libraryôs ñTech Bossò. His services have been invaluable and we thank him very much. In addition to 

Daveôs cataloging, Sally Alkon, Alison Mann, and Linda Kruger are the catalogers. Irv Ross, Lynn Zeemont, and Robin Cohen 

prepare the books for shelving. We welcome Jeff Marquez with his extraordinary expertise in computer technology to assist us 

when we canôt quite fathom it ourselves. 
 

Our circulation appears to have at least tripled over the past year. We are of course pleased; circulation statistics enhance grant 

eligibility, but our enthusiasm is clouded by the number of long overdue books. Please be more attentive to either renewing by 

phone or e-mail, or returning the item(s) borrowed long ago.  
 

A new library ladder has been purchased with generous donations in honor of Louise Baskey. Such ladders have railings on 

both sides, special anti-slip treads, and casters that lock in place. Weôve had to shelve on the very top of the bookcases, space 

not originally intended for shelving that utilizes the top rung of a ladder. 
 

By March 1 we expect to be able to announce a Specific Gift that will loosen up some library space and increase the Reference 

Collectionôs functionality. 
 

Dave Zeemont is now the coordinator for book discussions. Feb. 6 Lila Kirschner will present Andre Acimanôs Out of Egypt, a 

fascinating memoir of a Jewish family in Alexandria. A copy is on Reserve in the Temple office, available on 5 day loan.
