On Erev Yom Kippur, Rabbi Citrin encouraged
the Temple to become a "Welcoming Congrega-
tion" for lesbians, gays, bisexuals and transgen-
dered people.

With the recent suicides of several gay
teenagers around the country as a result of
severe homophobic bullying, the issue has beome
even more urgent.

A small committee at TBE is organizing several
events to raise awareness of these issues and fa-
cilitate discussion toward becoming a Welcom-
ing Congregation (or a "Kehillah Mekabelet").
On Saturday, February 12th at 7 p.m. following
Havdalah, Temple Beth El will host a screening
of the 2001 documentary film "Trembling Before
God." The film explores the lives of lesbian and
gay Jews in the Orthodox community, and will
be followed by a discussion. We invite all of the
community to join us.
