am especially mindful and appreciative of those who work to sustain our community: our President, Mark Steinborn; his
supportive wife, Sharon; our officers, board members, our committees and their chairs, our teachers and our school princi-
pal, Dr. Bill Stein, our professional Librarian, Linda Kruger, and her assistants, Stefani Singer in the office, and all of you
who support TBE by your presence, participati opr—%Wad
are fulfilled; how good is our portion!lI

A final word about the future is appropriate as we part. These are a few things I earnestly and hopefully suggest will char-
acterize TBE in the years ahead:

1 To maintain, above all, the unity and cooperation of TBE members for the good of the congregation and Judaism in
Las Cruces. May your devotion to the well-being at the Temple be expressed in faithful volunteerism and in the valuing
and respect for individuals.

1 To reach out to others in Las Cruces beyond the Temple, particularly in the Hispanic community. Our goal should be

to get to know others, their concerns and needs, and to be supportive. Our own security and needs are partially met as we

wor k with others, get to be known by them, and share
action to better our community.

1 It is customary and de rigour in most Jewish communities to sustain Jewish causes in addition to the synagogue itself.
In a small city such as ours, at a distance from Jewish Federations, it is not difficult to overlook our larger Jewish Tsedakah
obligations. Yet, most Jewish communities answer the call of many deserving Jewish causes and organizations. Here, we
also support Hadassah. We should also be bringing into our community Israel Bonds, Jewish National Fund, Magein
David Adom, ADL or AJC, Mazon, and the list could go on. It seems overwhelming. Perhaps the solution to meeting our
Tsedakah obligation is to forge closer ties either with the New Mexico Jewish Federation or, for geographic reasons, to the
El Paso Federation. Another route would be to establish a Tsedakah cooperative right here at TBE with an annual cam-
paign to sustain many Jewish needs with allocations made by an elected group of TBE members.

Temple Beth-El is unquestionably a place of Torah. It is a warm community of caring Jews. It is a beacon of activism and
justice in Las Cruces. To work with and to lead its members has been a deep and gratifying joy to me. I thank you for the
invitation to be your rabbi. Together, with Rabbi Karol and excellent lay leaders, I wish you well with these words:

Media outlets, correspondents,
and editors know they are being held accountable for biased reporting. Honest Reporting was formed in 2000 by a
small group of British college students looking to respond to unfair coverage against Israel in the wake of the Sec-
ond Intifada. In 2001, the project became a major organization in its own right as a US non-profit organization
(501¢3) with an independent Board of Directors.

In February of 2006, Honest Reporting was granted independent Charitable Organization status in Israel to com-
plement its US status.

Why is the struggle for media fairness so important? The media sways public opinion, which directly affects for-
eign policy towards Israel and in turn the lives of her citizens. One person alone may not impact this struggle, but
thousands wunited can!|l
