1. This prayer reminds us that the Eternal One is the ground of all being, the source
of Iife and its renewal . The recitation o

2. We understand that renewal of life and health is species-wide and universal, but limited for each finite
individual. Reciting the prayer is less about seeking miracles than expressing hope while recognizing
our limited nature.

3. A public mention of the names of those who are ill is a strong expression of how valued and precious
are those individuals to us. It allows others to become aware of our worry and concern, and to express
words of support.

4. Mi Shébeirach reminds us as a group that our
port. As we gather in the synagogue, we are not merely an aggregate of individuals with only personal
concerns. We are a microcosm of the Jewish people. We, together, are the tree which feeds and sus-
tains the individual leaves with strength, love and hope.

5. The synagogue is the place where we affirm Jewish moral and spiritual values. Those values outlive
any individual. Yet, in a sense, they give immortality to any and all who have spent their lives pursu-
ing deeds and thoughts which make | ife holy.

To Be Scholar -In-Residence

Rabbi Susan Laemmle has served as editor of the CCAR Journal: a Reform
Jewish Quarterly since August 2008, the point at which she retired from full-time
work. She held the position of Dean of Religious Life at the University of South-
ern California from 1996-2008, and now bears the title Dean of Religious Life
Emeritus. Although USC previously had a university chaplain, Rabbi Laemmle
was the first person to fill the Dean of Religious Life position. She came to that role after serving as Di-
rector of the Hillel Jewish Center at USC and before that, as the Hillel Director for Valley and Pierce Com-
munity Colleges.

As editor of the CCAR Journal, Rabbi Laemmle works with an editorial board of Reform rabbis to set pol-
icy, review submissions, and plan the publishing calendar for what is the premier publication of the Cen-
tral Conference of American Rabbis and an important voice within the Reform Movement, indeed within
the Jewish world overall. The first woman to fill this important volunteer position, Susan Laemmle calls
upon her rabbinic, academic, literary, and administrative experience in relating to a wide range of people,
procedures, and topics.

In her years at USC, Rabbi Laemmle contributed to the increased flourishing and diversity of campus reli-
gious life, both in terms of particular spiritual/philosophic traditions and in terms of interfaith learning. Re-
porting to the Provost, she played a meaningful role in responding to and planning for crises and emer-
gencies, as well as in the overall ceremonial and communal life of the university. Additionally, she taught
several freshman seminars, modern drama, and an innovative General Education course entitled Litera-
ture & the Choosing Self. In Fall 2001, Rabbi Laemmle brought to USC the What Matters to Me & Why
program that had been created at Princeton in the 1980s. Her decision to create a strong, independent
student committee to run WMMW turned it into a signature campus program, probably the best of its sort
in the nation. Upon announcing her retirement, Rabbi Laemmle was asked by the student committee to
deliver her own talk in this series, following upon many respected and beloved USC professors.

Rabbi Laemmle was ordained by the Hebrew Union Colleged Jewish Institute of Religious, New York
School, in 1987. Her prior education focused on English Literature, in which she holds a Ph.D. from
UCLA, a M.A. from Columbia University and a B.A. (Summa Cum Laude) from USC. Before becoming a
rabbi, Susan Laemmle taught English on the high school, community college, and university levels; along
with Professor Richard Lanham, she founded and taught in the influential UCLA Writing Programs. She
lived in Israel from 198906 1992, working at Ben-Gurion University of the Negev, Kibbutz Yahel, and the
National Council for the Child. She is a member of Phi Beta Kappa and Phi Kappa Phi honorary socie-
ties, the Modern Language Association, the Board of Rabbis of Southern California, the Central Confer-
ence of American Rabbis, the Advisory Council to the Office of Religious Life at Princeton University, and
the Education Cabinet of Pressman Academy at Temple Beth Am in Los Angeles.

Rabbi Laemmle has written and spoken widely about religion in higher education, both within and beyond
the Jewish community. She enjoys bringing together her Israel background, Jewish education, and liter-
ary training by teaching modern Israeli and American-Jewish literature. She also enjoys helping people
include literary works, especially poetry, in liturgical settings. Rabbi Susan Laemmle lives in the Carthay
Circle neighborhood of Los Angeles with her husband John Antignas. They are the parents of four grown
children and two grandchildren.
