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Message from Rabbi Karold Creating a Culture of Honor

As part of a ACountdown to the year 200
me and other community leaders to share some insights for shaping a productive and positive
future. I included in my brief article suggestions that were firmly rooted in our tradition:

o Sing the praises of successful programs already established in our area.

e Respect other people and try to discover their inner feelings, beliefs, and hopes.

e Communicate - Try to talk to and with each other more than about each other. We should
| do our best to listen to one another, to agreeably disagree, but always to agree to be partners in

an advance towards the future.
e Do acts of kindness - volunteer on a regular basis to help someone in a school, home, community center or
helping agency facility.
e Give thanks - express appreciation to those who offer support, and show gratitude by returning that support
in kind.
e Celebrate - create places and programs that gather together people of all age groups to relax and enjoy each
other's company.

These are principles that many people share. However, as I wrote that article, I was thinking of Hebrew terms like
kavod- respect, g'milut chasadim doing acts of kindness, lashon tow positive communication, todah- saying
thank you, and V'ahavta I'rayacha kamochalove your neighbor as yourself.

What I suggested in my article echoed one of the central principles in the movement known as Synagogue 3000,
which was founded by Rabbi Lawrence Hoffman of Hebrew Union College-Jewish Institute of Religion in New
York and Dr. Ron Wolfson of American Jewish University in Los Angeles. These two renowned teachers came
together to reshape and transform synagogues by introducing new ways of thinking about Temple purposes and
programs. One of the main points cited by Dr. Ron Wolfson in his book, The Spirituality of Welcomingvas that
congregations should create and sustain a culture of honor. One of the Synagogue 3000 conferences featured a
talk on this topic by Rabbi Jonathan Rosenblatt, a modern Orthodox rabbi from New York City. He noted that
synagogues tend to be far from sacred communities. He said that instead of creating a culture that honors every hu-

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Library News

1) As we go to press, 1,150 titles have been entered on
the Library database. The catalog is available on the 2
computers near the door. There is an icon on the desk-
top that says OPAC Concept 1 (online public access
catalog). Click on that and a template opens with a
menu to click on for author, title, subject, or keyword.
It is very user friendly. As we continue to catalog,
new titles display immediately. The classification sys-
tem is Dewey Decimal, the same as the Branigan Li-
brary and the public schools use.

2) We catalog gifts-in-kind as they arrive. The Dewey
100, 200 and 3000s hav
the most important and most heavily used areas of the
collection.

3) We need to vastly increase the Reference Collection.
Contributions for that purpose are greatly appreciated.

4) One critical problem of long-standing is that there are
106 books in circulation now that we know of from
the circulation file. It may be that others are missing
that were never signed out. The Library Committee
makes an impassioned plea for the return or renewal
by phone or e-mail of all library books signed out
before October 1, 2011. They are identified by the
white label at the base of the spine that contains the
shelf number. Some have been out for a matter of
years, others signed out during this secular year.
Some titles are lost forever; that we understand. By
yeards end we will publi
date these titles. If you can no longer locate a book
known to have been charged out to you T and the li-
brary shelves are always searched to make sure the
book hasndt been returng
not pulled) - you will be asked to pay for a replace-
ment copy. This is standard library procedure.

5) Another challenge is that the Library is out of room!
This comes as no surprise. We have now had to
shelve on the top shelf of each bookcase, just below
the ceiling. This requires a special library ladder with
railings on both sides and casters that lock. That has
been ordered, paid with contributions to the Library
Fund in honor of Louise
2010. Plans are underway to expand our shelving ca-
pability in other areas of the Temple; Board approval
has already been granted. We appreciate the support
of the Temple Board and all Temple Beth-El mem-
bers!
